Sequestration

$1.2 trillion in far reaching federal spending cuts will take effect in January,
unless Congress and the Administration act before then. Cuts are split
between defense and non-defense spending from 2013 through 2021.
Known as sequestration the cuts are the result of Congress’ failure to
negotiate a plan last year to reduce the federal deficit, the cuts were a penalty
provision and were put in place to encourage Congress to act before the
deadline.

Highway spending is exempt from the sequestration cuts, with the exception
of the dollars used to shore up the highway trust fund which will be subjected
to a 7.6% cut. While this does not mean a reduction of funding it does
dramatically lower the anticipated trust fund balance and would leave the
highway trust fund short of the needed revenues to fully fund FY “14. For
