Record Plans.  A reproduction of a drawing or set of drawings, design calculations, or other record of engineering work required to be performed by the Contractor, which is signed and sealed by the engineer-of- record in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado.

Record Set.  A complete set of record plans bound together which constitute the entire plan for all work on this project to be performed by the Contractor.  The Contractor is solely responsible for the assembly and presentation of the Record Set to the Engineer.

Final Plans.  A reproduction of the record set without the seal and signature of the engineer-of-record

As Constructed Plans.  Final plans with actual construction revisions clearly indicated.
