(Voids Acceptance)
With this letter, our unit is issuing a revised version of the existing standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 and 106, Conformity to Contract of Hot Mix Asphalt (Voids Acceptance).  This revised version is 9 pages long, and is dated October 13, 2005.    It replaces the previous and now obsolete version, dated August 1, 2005.

Use this standard special provision on projects having 5000 or more tons of hot mix asphalt when acceptance is based on asphalt content, voids in the mineral aggregate, air voids, and in-place density. The use of this standard special is mandatory on projects advertised on or after November 10, 2005; but you are free to include it in projects that are advertised earlier than this date.  
This revision makes a minor correction to Table 106-1 by removing references to CPs and CPLs from the “Element” column.  This way, the special provision matches the format of the other special provisions that pertain to Conformity to the Contract of HMA.    
This specification will be available at appropriate locations throughout the CDOT Design Support web site and will be listed in a new Index of Standard Special Provisions that will also be dated October 13, 2005.
