Revision of Section 612, Reflector Strip
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 612, Reflector Strip.  This new standard special provision is 1 page in length, and is dated April 7, 2006.   While you are free to use this standard special on projects having reflector strips before this date, its use becomes mandatory on projects advertised on or after May 5, 2006.  
Through this new standard special provision, we introduce a third type of delineator that we are calling a “reflector strip”.  It is a 3M manufactured proprietary product called the “Linear Delineation System (LDS)” that is currently being used in projects statewide.
