Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the Standard Special Provision, Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete.  This revised standard special is 6 pages long and is dated October 19, 2006.  It replaces the now obsolete standard special of the same title, dated April 7, 2006. It is to be used in projects that have any type of concrete construction, beginning with projects advertised on or after November 9, 2006.  But, you are free to use this in projects that are to be advertised before this date.
This revision improves how CDOT addresses sulfate resistance.  It also clarifies the descriptions & requirements of each class of concrete, allows ASTM equivalent tests for AASHTO tests, removes maturity meter testing results from mix design submittal requirements, and allows concrete mix designs to be good for two years as opposed to one year.

Those of you who keep books of Standard Special Provisions should replace the now obsolete standard special with this one.  We are attaching a new Index of Standard Special Provisions for your reference.
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
