Revision of Section 106, Reporting and Record Keeping
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 106, Reporting and Record Keeping.  This new standard special is 1 page long and is dated April 12, 2007.  The use of this standard special provision will be mandatory on projects having 5000 or more tons of hot mix asphalt when acceptance is based on gradation, asphalt content, and in-place density.  The use of this special provision is mandatory on projects advertised on or after May 10, 2007.  However, please feel free to use it in projects advertised before this date.

This new standard special provision enhances the Contractor’s record keeping by requiring that a Quality Control (QC) Notebook be submitted to the Engineer on a montly basis.  This QC Notebook shall include all of the appropriate items listed in CP 12.   
Those of you who maintain books of standard special provisions should add this new special provision to your file. A new Index of Standard Special Provisions dated April 12, 2007 is attached.
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
