Revision of Section 105, Failure to Maintain Roadway or Structure 
As of this date, our unit is issuing a new standard special provision, Revision of Section 105, Failure to Maintain Roadway or Structure.  This new standard special is 1 page long, and is dated August 2, 2007.   You are required to use this standard special provision on projects having traffic signals advertised on or after August 30, 2007.  However, you are free to use this standard special before this date. 

This new standard special provision clarifies that deduction will be taken from monies owed to the Contractor for failure to respond to traffic signal maintenance.  It also sets the maximum time limit for Contractor response for urban and rural conditions.
Those of you who keep books of standard special provisions should add this new standard to your file.   A new Index of Standard Special Provisions is attached for your reference.  Since a minimum wage change is taking place during the week of this issuance, this new Index is dated August 3, 2007.
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
