Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Sections 601 and 701, Structural Concrete.  This revised standard special provision is 10 pages long and is dated January 17, 2008.  It includes Colorado Procedure CP 62-09. It replaces a standard special provision having the same name, which is dated October 19, 2006.  

Use this standard special in projects having any type of concrete construction. Designers must include a general note on the plans that indicates the sulfate level for the project. The use of this special provision will be required in appropriate projects advertised on or after February 14, 2008.  Feel free, however, to use this special provision advertised before this date.
This revised standard special provision aligns test requirements with mix design trials and creates an approved products list for concrete mix designs.  The intent of these changes are to help speed up project delivery by allowing a mix designs to be approved faster, reducing the amount of repeated effort a concrete supplier must perform when a mix is used on multiple projects.  It also adds the requirement for saturated surface dry concrete.
Those of you who keep books of Standard Special Provisions should replace the now obsolete standard special provision with this one.  We have attached a new Index of Standard Special Provisions for your reference.
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
