Hot Mix Asphalt (Less than 5000 Tons)
As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Sections 105 & 106, Conformity to the Contract of Hot Mix Asphalt (Less than 5000 Tons).  This revised standard special provision is 7 pages long and is dated November 3, 2008.  It is mandatory that this Standard Special Provision be used on projects having less than 5000 Tons of Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) which are advertised on or after November 27, 2008.  Please feel free, however, to include this special provision in projects advertised before this date. 

This revised standard special provision replaces one having the same title, dated July 3, 2008. It ensures that the PF for the longitudinal joint element is included in the evaluation of work.  It also defines the limits of pavement removal and replacement when PF is less than 0.75.    
Those of you who keep books of Standard Special Provisions should add this specification to your file.  We have attached a new Index of Standard Special Provisions, dated November 3, 2008 for your convenience.
