As of this date, our unit is issuing a revised version of the standard special provision, Revision of Section 106, Hot Mix Asphalt Test Result Verification and Dispute Resolution.  This revised standard special provision is 7 pages long and is dated November 3, 2008.   It is to be used in projects having more than 5000 tons of HMA.  The use of this new standard special provision is mandatory on all projects advertised on or after November 27, 2008.  Please feel free, however, to include this special provision on projects advertised before this date.  
This revised standard special provision replaces one having the same title dated July 3, 2008. It clarifies that the Contractor has 5 working days from the receipt of acceptance test data to dispute test results.  In addition, the special provision includes the revised CP 17 and moves the Table of Third Party Costs to CP 17.
