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Specifying Flared End Anchorage Bid Items

There are currently two flared Guardrail end anchorage systems approved and available for use as shown on CDOT Standard Plan M-606-1, Sheet 5 of 15.  They are the Slotted Rail Terminal (SRT) manufactured by Trinity Industries, and the FLEAT 350 manufactured by Road Systems, Inc.

These systems are equivalent in meeting NCHRP 350 TL-3 crash test approval by the FHWA, and are acceptable for installation on CDOT projects.  When specifying a flared end anchorage on a construction project, bid item 606-02005, End Anchorage (Flared), should be used.  This will ensure competitive bidding to meet Federal requirements.

Specifying a particular system should be an infrequent occurrence.  Should circumstances suggest a particular system be used to meet special requirements, a project specific Finding in the Public Interest (FIPI) needs to be written for that project.  FHWA must approve justification for specifying the use of a sole proprietary product.  If the FIPI meets the justification criteria and is approved, the plans should indicate the specific product the Region wishes to use.  Contact the Standards and Specifications Unit for information on developing a FIPI.
