1-Turn gauge "on" to warm-up

2-Correlation pan prep 1-Burns
2-Inhalation
3-Pinched fingers

1-Wear heat resistant gloves
2-Observe "Lime" MSDS
3-Avoid contact with mixer while in operation

3-Heat HMA test sample 1-Pinched fingers
2-Burns

1-Observe finger/hand placement when inserting/removing cylinder
2-Wear heat resistant gloves

4-Compact and level sample in 1-Pinched fingers
pan 2-Particles in eyes

1-Observe finger/hand placement when inserting/removing cylinder
2-Wear all personal protective equipment

5-Place in nuclear gauge 1-Radiation overexposure

1-Wear personal dosimeter
2-Maintain 3 foot distance from machine when it is operating
