Need for Efficient Updating of Pavement Management System Data

Issue:  Finalized project information slowly gets back to the unit for updating the Pavement Management System. A project can take years to finalize, at that rate the Pavement Management System could be “predicting” completed projects. The Pavement Management System requires a quicker method to report information on finalized construction projects.

Action:  We are requesting ratification by the Chief Engineer, RTDs, Director of Staff Services and the Director of the Division of Transportation Development to use as-built information submitted by the electronic Roadway Surface Accomplishment Report (RSAR) website to update the pavement management databases. 

Background: Pavement Management is in need of obtaining and maintaining current construction and maintenance treatment information. Currently Pavement Management is obtaining this information from the design plans and other preconstruction sources. However, many changes can occur during construction. All CDOT departments, Construction, Research, Maintenance, Design, could use this information as a means of tracking pavement performance along with planning future treatments.

Per the request of the Pavement Management Technical Committee an electronic version of the RSAR has been created and can now be accessed via the Pavement Management web site at http://internal/PavementMgt.

Recommendation: The Pavement Management Technical Committee agreed (see voting results attached) that this form would replace the paper version of the same name currently completed at the end of each project. The RSAR will provide the most current information on recently completed projects.  After the Regional Pavement Manager checks this information it will be loaded into the pavement management software. The Pavement Management Technical Committee also agreed that each Regional Pavement Manager would be responsible for establishing a process to obtain completed electronic RSAR information for his or her Region.  It is extremely important that the pavement management software be loaded with the most current construction information if the system is to accurately track and predict pavement performance.
