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TWhile traffic level of service does not appear to improve at these locations, the Build Alternative accommodates approximately 10% more traffic than the No Build Alternative, reducing congestion
on Kipling, Sheridan, and Garrison Streets. The new interchange configuration would also reduce vehicle conflicts and improve safety for motorists, pedestrians, and bicyclists.
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
