And it’s a big, long table.

When finished, the state
Department of Transporta-
tion estimates 952,000 tons
of dirt — equal to 11,200 full
railroad cars — will have
been hauled in by truck to
build the roadway embank-
ment that will serve as the
base for the new section of
interstate.

The new embankment
— a series of long, wide
carthen columns — will be
built up 30 feet or higher
along much of the nearly
half-mile stretch between
City Center Drive and the
Runyon Field area.

The new roadway will go
on top, interrupted only by
a series of four bridges over
the area’s roads and rail-
road tracks.

Gone will be the aged,
industrial-looking series of
viaducts, embankments and
bridges that motorists now
use.

Once the dirt and new
roadway is in place, the new
section of interstate will
rise about 30 to 40 feet off
the surrounding ground, or
about 10 to 15 feet higher in
elevation than the current
section of freeway, state De-
partment of Transportation
officials say.

The dirt work — still in
the early stages — is one of
many parts of the I-25-Ilex
interchange and roadway
replacement project now
underway or nearly com-
pleted. The project began
in July 2015 and is set for

Interstate 25 motorists are
getting their first glimpse of
the star attraction at the new
roadway entrance planned
for the Runyon Field area.

Ahead of the construction
of the new D Street, which
will serve as the main road
into the ballpark area, crews
recently erected the first set
of large decorative concrete
retaining walls that feature a
sculpted image of a baliplay-
er sliding into a base.

When painted, the “ballplay-
er” will be a sandy color that
will pop out against a sky
blue-colored background, ac-
cording to the design plans.
The image — titled “SAFE!” —
is repeated on both sides of
the new roadway.

The image was the top
choice at public meetings
held as part of the planning
for the I-25-llex replacement
project. Two other images
considered were a baseball
team in a dugout or a base-
ball lying on the grass.

“CDOT’s thoughts were this
will be a gateway for Runyon
Field and if we can do some-
thing to promote that, that's
what we wanted to do,” said
Scott Dalton, I-25-llex project
manager for the Colorado De-
partment of Transportation.

Julie Gamec, a landscape
architect with THK Associ-
ates, said in a statement that
the image offered a “strong
sense of movement and re-
layed the excitement of both
playing and watching the
game.”

“The panel also has very
strong tactile design because
it will be at a pedestrian level.
The design team wanted
to encourage interaction
between the users of Runyon
Field and the panel,” she said.

The new roadway into the
ballpark area will include
sidewalks. The new road will
replace the current llex Street
entryway, which will be re-
moved to make room for the
area’s new I-25 interchange,
also now under construction.

Scott Dalton, the CDOT proj-
ect manager overseeing the $69
million I-25-Ilex project, said he’s
excited the work by lead contrac-
tor and project designer Flatiron
Construction and its partners
is now far enough along to give
the public a better feel for the
project’s scope.

The dirt comes from pits in the
Baculite Mesa area and near 3oth
Lane in eastern Pueblo County,
he said.

Construction companies that
bid on the project viewed the
dirt embankment option, even as
big as the one in Pueblo, as less
costly over the short- and long-
term than a new set of elevated
viaducts and bridges, he said.

Building the embankment
higher than the current freeway

is necessary to be able to smooth
out the roller-coaster effects of
the current roadway, he said. The
height also aligns with the future
rebuilding of I-25 elsewhere in
Pueblo, he said.

The work is taking place in
phases.

Currently, crews are building
up the dirt to be able to con-
struct the new northbound lanes
and bridges. When finished, they
will demolish the existing north-
bound section to make room
for the construction of the new
southbound section. Once that
is built, the existing southbound
section will be demolished. The
approach allows traffic to keep
flowing on I-25 throughout the
construction period.

The current round of dirt work
is expected to continue into the
fall, Dalton said.

At the same time, work contin-
ues on building the new inter-
change to replace the current
interchange at Ilex Street. Also,
crews soon will begin a series of
bridge refurbishment projects
elsewhere .kag the I-25 corridor
through the city, he said.
