Transportation Management (TM) refers to programs and 
policies designed to reduce travel demand and to improve 
utilization of the transportation system.  TM encompasses 
both transportation demand management (TDM) and 
transportation system management (TSM).

have the potential to reduce traffic by up to 2 percent.
