A message to parents about impaired driving and prom

This prom season is an ideal time to talk to your son or daughter about the dangers of alcohol and drugs, and the consequences of a DUI. Here’s why:

In Colorado last year, 46 young people (ages 15 to 20) were killed in car crashes. Ten of them died during prom and graduation season from April to June.

The Colorado Department of Transportation is partnering with law enforcement across the state to make sure our streets are safe for your teenager, and for everyone on the road, by conducting a special “Heat Is On” DUI enforcement period from April 10 to May 23, 2010.  During this time period, they’ll be working overtime to remove all impaired drivers from the roadways, no matter what their age.  Please remind your teenager that impaired driving leads to serious consequences that may include injuring or killing themselves or others.  It can also mean a DUI arrest, loss of their driver’s license and costs averaging $10,270.  Memories of prom will last a lifetime, so please encourage your teenager to make wise choices so that those memories are great ones.
