Distracted Driving

Here’s a statistic for all you new drivers. 

A sixteen-year-old driver is 3 times more likely to be involved in a fatal crash than the average of all other drivers. Don’t become a statistic. Avoid distractions such as texting, passengers and loud music. You’re in the Driver’s Seat.

A new law goes into effect December 1st that bans teens under 18 from talking or texting on cell phones while driving.

A ticket will cost you money and points on your license.

Attention drivers – Before you start the car, power down your cell phone.

A new law makes it illegal for teen drivers under 18 to use their cell phone, including text messaging, while driving.
